Dane Oliver has taught in both the maintained and independent sectors of education. After a period in teacher

education, he has accrued more than 20 years experience working in Local Education Authorities.

During this time he has held major areas of safety responsibilities, culminating as County Inspector for Outdoor

Education for Hampshire County Council (HCC). He was responsible for safety control systems covering 1,000 schools,
300 youth groups, Social Services and the Police where young people were concerned. For 30 years he has been actively
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officer for the Institute for Outdoor Learning.
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During this time he maintained a close working relationship with the DCSF and this has continued since leaving HCC to
run his own consultancy. He has now undertaken safety audit advice for companies across Europe and much of the UK
where young people and adventure activities are involved.

Currently, he is involved in delivering training courses on Best Practice for those leading educational visits and the

monitoring of school self-led adventure activities in both the maintained and the private sectors. He has acted as

technical expert for the Crown Prosecution Service (CPS).
